The Gospels, Acts, the letters of James, Peter, John, Jude and Revelation
show nothing dispensationally of our calling today

The great dispensational boundary is made clear by rightly dividing the Word of Truth; by testing things that differ; Phils.1:9-10, 2Tim.2:15.
Most Christians are dispensationalists and draw a line between the purposes of God for the earth through Israel and the present age of grace
involving us Gentiles. Some draw it between Malachi and Matthew, in the Gospels, at the cross or at Acts 2, 9 or 13.

But it must be drawn at Acts 28. Please enjoy the dispensational differences in Paul's two groups of letters which fall either side of Acts 28. Some
eternal truths, like redemption through His blood, remain on both sides; they are common.
